Devil weed is listed as a Noxious Weed in Hawaii and is
considered one of the world’s worst 100 invasive species. It
was first detected in Kahuku on O’'ahu in 2011 and was
found in Hilo in Feb 2021. Populations have since been
found in HPP, Hawaiian Shores, Leilani Estates, and
Orchidland. Seeds from devil weed can be unintentionally
spread by vehicles, clothing, and equipment.
